General
Actions

The employer and each tenderer submitting a tender offer shall comply with these conditions of tender. In
their dealings with each other, they shall discharge their duties and obligations as set out in C.2 and C.3,
timeously and with integrity, and behave equitably, honestly, and transparently, comply with all legal
obligations, and not engage in anticompetitive practices.

The employer and the tenderer and all their agents and employees involved in the tender process shall
avoid conflicts of interest and where a conflict of interest is perceived or known, declare any such conflict
of interest, indicating the nature of such conflict. Tenderers shall declare any potential conflict of interest in
their tender submissions. Employees, agents, and advisors of the employer shall declare any conflict of
interest to whoever is responsible for overseeing the procurement process at the start of any deliberations
relating to the procurement process or as soon as they become aware of such conflict and abstain from
any decisions where such conflict exists or recuse themselves from the procurement process, as
appropriate.

Note: 1) A conflict of interest may arise due to a confiict of roles which might provide an incentive for
improper acts in some circumstances. A conflict of interest can create an appearance of impropriety that
can undermine confidence in the ability of that person to act properly in his or her position even if no
improper acts result.

2) Conflicts of interest in respect of those engaged in the procurement process include direct, indirect, or
family interests in the tender or outcome of the procurement process and any personal bias, inclination,
obligation, allegiance, or loyalty which would in any way affect any decisions taken.

The employer shall not seek, and a tenderer shall not submit a tender without having a firm intention and
the capacity to proceed with the contract.

d) fraudulent practice means the misrepresentation of the facts to influence the tender process or the
award of a contract arising from a tender offer to the detriment of the employer, including collusive
practices intended to establish prices at artificial levels.

Communication and employer’s agent

Each communication between the employer and a tenderer shall be to or from the employer's agent only,
and in a form that can be readily read, copied, and recorded. Communications shall be in the English
language. The employer shall not take any responsibility for non-receipt of communications from or by a
tenderer. The name and contact details of the employer's agent are stated in the tender data.

Cancellation and Re-Invitation of Tenders
An employer may, prior to the award of the tender, cancel a tender if-

a) due to changed circumstances, there is no longer a need for the engineering and construction works
specified in the invitation.

b) funds are no longer available to cover the total envisaged expenditure; or

c) no acceptable tenders are received.

d) thereis a material irregularity in the tender process.

The decision to cancel a tender invitation must be published in the same way the original tender invitation
was advertised

An employer may only with the prior approval of the relevant treasury cancel a tender invitation for the
second time.

Procurement procedures
General

Unless otherwise stated in the tender data, a contract will, subject to C.3.13, be concluded with the
tenderer who in terms of C.3.11 is the highest ranked or the tenderer scoring the highest number of tender
evaluation points, as relevant, based on the tender submissions that are received at the closing time for
tenders.

Competitive negotiation procedure

Where the tender data require that the competitive negotiation procedure is to be followed, tenderers shall
submit tender offers in response to the proposed contract in the first round of submissions.
Notwithstanding the requirements of C.3.4, the employer shall announce only the names of the tenderers
who make a submission. The requirements of C.8 relating to the material deviations or qualifications which
affect the competitive position of tenderers shall not apply.

All responsive tenderers or at least a minimum of not less than three responsive tenderers that are highest
ranked in terms of the evaluation criteria stated in the tender data shall be invited to enter competitive
negotiations based on the principle of equal treatment, keeping confidential the proposed solutions and
associated information.

Notwithstanding the provisions of C.2.17, the employer may request that tenders be clarified, specified,
and fine-tuned to improve a tenderer's competitive position provided that such clarification, specification,
fine-tuning, or additional information does not alter any fundamental aspects of the offers or impose
substantial new requirements which restrict or distort competition or have a discriminatory effect.

Attend, where required, a clarification meeting at which tenderers may familiarize themselves with aspects
of the proposed work, services or supply and raise questions. Details of the meeting(s) are stated in the
tender data.

Seek clarification

Determine, after opening and before detailed evaluation, whether each tender offer properly received:

a) complies with the requirements of these Conditions of Tender,
b) has been properly and fully completed and signed, and
c) is responsive to the other requirements of the tender documents.

A responsive tender is one that conforms to all the terms, conditions, and specifications of the tender
documents without material deviation or qualification. A material deviation or qualification is one which, in
the Employer's opinion, would:

Such conditions establish the rules
from the time a tender is advertised to the time that a contract is awarded and require employers to
conduct the process of offer and acceptance in terms of a set of standard procedures.

The CIDB Standard Conditions of Tender are based on a procurement system that satisfies the
following system requirements:
